Fresh water floats on top of the salt water. The meeting of the
two makes a distinctive line from which a good indication of the
strength of the set can be judged. The diagram below shows the
effect of an easterly set. A similar situation can occur with a
westerly set however the lines would be in the opposite direction.
REMEMBER an easterly set pushes your vessel to the East and
a westerly set pushes your vessel to the West.
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
